Good Theatre Makes Good People. 

This has been the driving force behind The Young Company, the education 
program here at Greater Boston Stage, which celebrates its 25th anniversary this 
year. The mission has always been clear: To help the next generation become 
better artists, audience members, and people through theatre education. 

I am very proud to be able to call myself an alum of The Young Company!
In 2008, I had a (probably not so secret) crush on someone at my high school. They 
were talking about a theatre program they were doing in Stoneham called the 
Summer Festival, so of course I simply HAD to do it. Did I have any interest in 
doing theatre? No. Not even a little bit. Was I convinced this would be the first step 
in our inevitable love story? Yes. Absolutely. 

What I didn’t know was this one summer of dancing the original broadway 
choregeography of the opening to 42nd Street in a sweaty auditorium for multiple 
hours at 8am every morning while my friends were all at the beach would ignite 
my love for theatre and not my love with [REDACTED NAME]. 

One show turned into the Shakespeare program, then the Winter Festival, then 
every single program I could get my hands on. In my final summer I was even in a 
play directed by Weylin Symes and assistant directed by (now Tony Award 
Nominee) Nicholas Christopher! I would next go on a journey of interning, 
teaching, and directing that would eventually lead me to serving as the Director of 
Education of this very program. 

My time at The Young Company shaped me into the artist and the person I am 
today. The focus on theatrical excellence while using that excellence to build up 
the soft social skills of confidence, empathy, agency, and ownership was just 
perfection. I can’t properly put into words what this program, the staff, the 
students, and this place have meant to me. 

So when asked to direct Annie to celebrate the 25th anniversary of The Young 
Company, I simply knew I HAD to be there. 

This process has been such a gift for me. To celebrate young actors, to create a show 
centered around joy and hope in hard times, and to have a team of humans I could 
not be more possibly proud to be working with….who could ask for anything more? 
The cast and crew are also filled with other Young Company alum and staff. 

To Weylin Symes and Caitlin Lowns, thank you for trusting me so many years ago. 
To Ceit, Bethany, Shauwna, and Fitz, thank you for being the exact team of artists 
and educators to work with this amazing cast. 

To you reading, I hope you have a great time. We have made something that feels 
so uniquely us and we could not be more proud of what we get to share with you.
